



























































hospice unit. This clinically applied enterprise will take the form of conducting life
reviews with dying patients and their families using genealogies and life histories.
In September, I will take the hospice volunteer training programme, which will
further qualify me for the life review work. Based on social working eco-maps, we
have also introduced a social chart into the Unit so that staff can record patients’
family and social networks. This is being trialled at present and after review by the
staff will further increase the emphasis on the personal and social contextualisation
of individuals dying in a medicalised environment. Perhaps the greatest surprise
since joining the palliative care team has been the appropriateness of
anthropological skills to hospice palliative care practice - something demonstrated
to me, the anthropologist, by a medicaily qualified professor!

There appears to be a persisting view, emanating from within our profession as
well as without, that anthropology is interchangeable with other disciplines,
especially sociology, and that the humanities ‘brollie’ is perhaps more functional
than clearly delincated social science disciplines. My commitment is to
anthropology, real anthropology, as it is to be found in university anthropology
departments They are, as far as I am concerned, the birthing centres of
anthropologsts.  The undergraduates who have minor majors are not trained
anthropologsts, nor are the postgraduates who undertake anthropology electives,
nor the tertiary students who are taught by an anthropologist internal to their
multiprofessional team of teachers, e.g. in some health and medical schools and
departments. Anthropologists are trained and socialised within the anthropology
academy, located in the major Australian universities. In this sense [ am part of the
status quo. And because of that I am intensely aware of the difficulties created by
the reactionary nature of the anthropology establishment.

The comments made by Sherry Saggers about the reproduction of anthropology
and anthropologists in Australia in the 1990s can only be strongly supported. As
Saggers (1991:9) writes, "Curricula issues which could be addressed have tc do with
the relevance of coursework offered at both the undergraduate and graduate level
and the need to incorporate both theoretical and explicitly applied work. This
might involve collaborative research with government and community based
agencies to fulfill practical requirements for a B.A., for example." Classic
undergraduate courses must, in the future, be reviewed with the intention of
making them pertinent to the scope of anthropological research and potential
theory generation already in place in Australia because of the increased acceptance
of anthropology within multiprofessional circles. Not only undergraduate training
requires innovation but also postgraduate training must become more
entrepreneurial and relevant to the current diversity in graduate employment
opportunities, many of which are in the applied field. I suspect that the repertoire
of expertise accumulated in any multiprofessional setting (be it the understanding
of wpalliative care workers' understandings, or the understanding of the
traditionalist understandings of the anthropology academy obtained from the
‘outside’) would be of considerable interest to real anthropologists in the academy
were they to consider offering courses to their students which would equip them
for the real world.

The greying of the anthropology establishment per se need not hinder the creative
adaptation of anthropology to a changing educational and occupational economy.
Indeed, the greying of the 'outsider' anthropologists in Australia, one would think,




could offset any existing malaise and counterbalance the extremes of the academy.
A quick think around the depth of anthropological expertise outside anthropology

departments quickly lends conviction to its capabilities in this country. But they
don't, and we don't.

CULTURE, WORK AND GENDER IN AN ITALIAN MARBLE-QUARRYING
COMMUNITY

A. Leitch

Briefly, my thesis examines the inter-relationship of culture, gender, and politics in
a small marble-quarrying community in central Italy (Carrara).

In particular, it focuses upon the cultural construction of work identity and the
implications of this on the formation of political consciousness.

My thesis deals with three broad issues. First, through the construction of an
ethnography of work in the marble quarries, I attempt to delineate a cultural
definition of work which deals with not only the way in which work may be
meaningful' to quarry-workers, but also the way in which work itself may
construct’ meaning. Here I am concerned with re-examining, amongst other
things, the notion of alienation in the context of the way industrial work has been
theorised.

A second major focus of my research is to explore the relationship between the
domestic economy and household and quarry work. In particular, my study seeks
to illuminate culturally distinctive concepts of 'masculinity’ and ‘femininity".

Third, T am interested in exploring the inter-relationships between political
consciousness and culture. In particular, the links between a strongly entrenched
local tradition of anarchism and the economic and industrial struggles of quarry-
workers since 1900. Historiographical work on the origins of this local political
tradition has largely neglected any detailed analysis of work conditions and
organisation within the quarries. My research attempts to clarify these factors,
especially as they relate to the history of workers' organisations and perceptions of
community self-identity.

NON-GOVERNMENT FOREIGN AID (C.A.A.)
J. Hudson

The community of non-government foreign aid organisations (NGOs) in Australia
has been largely by-passed as an area of anthropological research. Yet the work of
anthropologists is increasingly being utilised by both NGOs and the Australian
International Development Assistance Bureau (AIDAB) as a basis for the
implementation and/or evaluation of some overseas aid projects and programs.
The aim of my research is to probe the workings of this altruism in practice by
focusing on Community Aid Abroad (CAA), an increasingly prominent and trend-
setting Australian NGO. Their philosophical base claims to follow the Freirean
notion of a two-way participation process, with self-motivation and change rather
than charity for long-term sustainability and empowerment of the overseas poor.

While the bulk of my research will be Australian-based, CAA's evolving
development philosophy can best be witnessed by a selective trip of their politically
unconstrained', and politically 'constrained’ projects and programs.

TOURISM / ISLE OF MAN

I propose to explore the nature of the tourist experience on the Isle of Man, and the
Manx (including ‘come-overs') re/construction of their way of life, history and
internationality to attract the visitor. This will embrace the Manx interpretation of
the “experience service' that provides the entertainment for the tourist. During an
extended period of fieldwork I will undertake an investigation of the tourist
structures on the island, relations of individuals and institutions to tourist sources,
Manx community relations and relations between Douglas, the capital, and the
rural areas and smaller towns.

The Isle of Man is currently perceived to be a ‘destination in decline' and [ propose
to look at a range of current initiatives to redress this balance and attract
tourists/visitors.  This incorporates issues of cultural representation and
reproduction and how they are understood by tourists, the Isle of Man Tourist
Authority and the Manx at large, (rather than those solely at the tourist interface).

I would welcome discussion with others working in the field of tourism or
‘peripheral’ communities.

Dr. Peggy Mares is currently undertaking research into gender bias in references
written in support of applications for lectureships in universities. The need to
maintain the confidentiality of the material creates particular difficulties,
constraining the kind of analysis that can be done. (For example, anonymity of the
applicants and of the referees means that it is not possible to evaluate the
effectiveness of particular references in securing the applicant an appointment.)
However, it raises many general questions about University selection processes and
about the ways referee statements may be 'read’ by members of selection panels. It
also raises questions about the way the role of lecturer is constructed.

Some of the issues already emerging from the research are:

* The majority of references are written by men, as it is men who hold the

majority of senior positions in the universities.

Most of the references (about 150 analysed so far) avoid any overt
discrimination, although there is the occasional comment about “charm’ or
about domestic responsibilities.

The references reveal some taken-for-granted assumptions about differences

in the ways men and women will perform the task of lecturer.
The research should be completed by mid-1992.
